INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1. Turn off power to the luminaire at switch and circuit breaker.
2. Allow luminaire to cool and remove lamps.
3. Ensure that the luminaire, ballast and electrical input meet the requirements listed above.
4.  If using the ballast, please confi rm that it is a compatible ballast and then proceed to step 9.

If a compatible ballast is not present, then bypass the ballast and run on line voltage.
5. If bypassing the ballast, please refer to the wiring diagrams.
6. Cut or disconnect the wires to and from the ballast.
7. If desired, remove the ballast.
8. Connect the wires from the power source to the socket leads as shown in the wiring diagrams.
9. Insert the lamp into the lamp holder. Confi rm that the socket is in good condition and that the lamp is fully seated in the socket.
10. Apply the silver adhesive label to the inside of the luminaire where it will be visible during re-lamping.
11. Turn on the power to the fi xture and verify proper operation.
